$25,000 per year.  Project 
HELP provides food, 
Monday through Fridays 10 
am to 2pm. Applications are 
available in the church 
office. "We welcome 
everyone no matter what 
part of the city they live in to 
apply”, says Sister Bailey. 
“The need is so great 
because of the high 
unemployment and senior 
needs. It is almost 
overwhelming she says. 
The summer months are 
our busiest. We encourage 
anyone needing help to 
come to Mt. Zion".
